Santa’s Cookies
Dowky’s mom is baking cookies with the kids for Santa. The 
children believe that more cookies mean more presents.
 When a squirrel eats all of Katsy’s cookies, the group refuses to 
share theirs. Mom teaches them that Santa loves generosity more 
than anything else, even cookies.



The Forest Monster
Dowky’s dad is camping with the kids. After a night filled with scary stories, their curiosity gets the best of them and they 
mischievously sneak away to find the Forest Monster. The group gets lost, but Dowky remembers his father’s rescue lessons. 
Through Dowky’s leadership, they find their way to safety and are eventually rescued by the park ranger.



Hidden Cave
Very close to their home, Dowky and his friends discover a hidden cave. As 
they descend to explore, they meet the owner of the burrow: a star-nosed 
mole. Believing it to be an alien, the kids panic and run away, leaving Dowky 
trapped behind. They return with a rope to rescue him, but only with the 
mole’s help and true teamwork are they able to set Dowky free.



Lucky Coin
With the help of his friends, Dowky finds a lucky coin, but he 
refuses to share it in order to buy a new toy. Left alone, he 
learns that friends are more important than any lucky coin.
